We are pleased to officially invite you to take part in the Fringe at FEATS 2009, to be held in Brussels from 30 May to 1 June, 2009. 
The Fringe will run each afternoon on Saturday 30, Sunday 31 and Monday 1. For those of you who remember the last FEATS in Brussels, the venue for the Fringe will be the same: the Cabaret room, at the same theatre as the main Festival. The Cabaret room is an intimate 'cafe theatre' style room; you may choose to perform on the small raised stage area (on the pdf, the top-left of the map) or in the central area, (with audience on three sides) in front of the stage. If you have any technical questions regarding the space, please let us know and we will do our best to answer you quickly. 
We would like this Fringe to be a vital, vibrant and vigorous part of the FEATS weekend, for which we need your help. Entry for the Fringe is free, but please note that no costs can be reimbursed, and that you are responsible for obtaining any necessary performing rights. There are basically few rules and entry is not restricted to the FEATS community. Yes, everyone is welcome to put on a performance! You can even submit multiple entries. Any shortish piece (max. 40 minutes) is welcome – a one act play, a play extract, a monologue, an experimental piece, performance art etc, etc - in fact, anything theatrical! The more courageous and different the better – let's use the freedom of the Fringe to try something different.  The final line up will be decided on the basis of forming an exciting, varied and balanced programme, within the time available.
In addition to Fringe performances, we will also be organising a series of Fringe workshops, including a workshop on writing, a (hands-on and practical!) costume design workshop, an improv workshop and a stage combat workshop. Other workshops may be added as we develop the programme. The costume design workshop will take place on the Saturday , and the rest on the Sunday. Numbers at most of the workshops will be limited, so booking in advance (email: fringe@feats2009.theatreinbrussels.com
